All publicity for workshop activities will be handled directly 
between the CCW and the local media.  Students agree that 
they will work directly with the course instructor in  promoting 
their class project.

W O R K S H O P  L O C A T I O N S WHAT’S A SZOPKA?

Carnegie is conveniently reached from either Route 79 or the Parkway West.  

Originally used as puppet theaters in the Middle 
Ages, the szopka  (pronounced “shop-kah”) 

is a  traditional folk craft from the Polish 
city of Cracow that transforms a variety 
of common materials (wood, cardboard, 
colored foiled papers, ribbon, etc.) into 
elaborate miniature constructions based 
on Old World architectural elements. These 
light weight structures were originally carried 
from house-to-house at Christmas time by 
groups of carolers.   This vibrant traditional 
art form is practiced today in Cracow by 
an impressive number of individuals from 
all age groups who enter an annual 
szopka competition on Cracow’s main 
Market Square.  The Cracow Creche

szopka construction. Established in 2003, this educational 
endeavor offers the only classes of their kind  in the USA.
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
